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Annual Report of Greener Fram
For year 2010 - 2011


This year Greener Fram has been involved in a variety of projects aimed to reflect and promote a more sustainable, resilient and localised community.



One project has been the Framlingham Community Garden at Pig Meadow with Framlingham College.  This was set up for use by and for the local community.  Some fantastic vegetables have been grown this year and we have seen a huge increase in commercial sponsership with donations for the purchase of fruit trees, fruit bushes, hedging, tools and seeds. During the summer we held a public picnic on the community garden meadow also a scarecrow competition.  Monthly Sunday work parties groups helped with digging, weeding, sowing and planting. Many thanks for all their hard work.  In the coming year we will be further encouraging the local schools to use the community garden as well as the community at large.


Greener Fram’s  ‘bag’ project was a huge success and one we plan to continue with.  The Saturday market charity stall was used to encourage shoppers to ‘swop’ with a plastic bag or make a small donation.  More than 60 bags were given out in one morning.  GF members and those from other groups held bag making sessions using leftover materials.


Our Solar PV bulk buy project, for which we started collecting names last year, was hit by the present economic climate but those people who could do so, went ahead with installations.



The ‘30 miles for 30 days Food Challenge’ run with Martha of SWT was taken up by GF members and local residents proving that it could be achieved with ‘grow your own’ fruit and veg , a wealth of local Suffolk produce and lots of initiative! The food challenge made us realise the importance of local food sources and how many of us have come to rely on suppliers and food chains who stock from well beyond the ’30 mile’ radius we had set ourselves.


During the year some members attended Transition courses and also a course on fruit ‘juicing’ which we hope to make use of next season.  Some members gave talks to the local St John’s Badger group also the Library discussion group. We also had a stall at the SWT autumn event at Foxburrow Farm swopping produce, seeds and our bags.


We now have over 200 Greener Fram supporters on our email list and as well as promoting  events on our website (www.greenerfram.co.uk ) we use the Framfare magazine and the town’s website.  Suffolk radio and EADT have also been very helpful with interviews and articles.


The core group of Greener Fram are now down to five due to two recent retirements so we are campaigning to try and get some new members on board.  Many of our supporters come forward to help out when requested, for which we are very thankful but we would like a few more core members who would be willing to attend a monthly meeting and bring some new ideas and to share some exciting times ahead, so if you are looking for something new - could this be you! – if so please contact us at greenerfram@btinternet.com or info@greenerfram.co.uk
